Choosing the Right Vintage

At our last meeting Raymond Lee performed hisexcellent rendi ti on of Br ot heor
After the performance he asked me a provoking que
a large audience? My first response was that he should use jumbo cards. My next response was that

he should ask an audience member to come up to the front and perform the effect to her so that the

whole audience could enjoy her surprise to the trick, if not the trick itself. The problem with a packet trick

of this type is that one needs to be able to read the pips on the playing cards in order to experience the
magic. From any distance, regular playing cards all tend to blend together, except for their colors.

Therefore, many packet tricks are only supposed to be performed close-up.

How then should a close-up performer like Raymond handle invitations to perform magic at parties? He
might bring his own performing table and set up in a corner where only a small group can gather round

him at any one time to see his performance. Another way is to perform a couple of parlor tricks for the
whole audience and then tell the audience that you will spend the rest of the evening performing strolling
magicf or s mal | groups whilée everyone el se édmingl es

Remember that the performer is in charge of when and how the entertainment unfolds for the evening.
Choosing the right tricks for the right time is the biggest challenge any magician will face.
