May Meeting Minutes:

Performers for the evening: (Close-Up Contest) 

We had five performers competing in the Close-Up Contest this year.  

First up was Joe Chez.  Joe began by telling folks about his work at the Shriner Hospital. This allowed 

him to segue into his Rocky the Raccoon handling. Following Rocky was a rubber band effect, three 

coins to a card, a lie detector card trick, and  finishing up with a rope toss resulting  in the production of 

two knots. 

Joe was followed by Lloyd Shaffer. Lloyd is new to the group and it was nice to see him participate in 

the contest. Lloyd introduced his new ñsmartò car and after having a card selected it was pushed by the 

spectator and hopefully it would find the selection. Unfortunately the car ran out of gas. The car was 

unable to find the card and the clock ran out on Lloydôs performance. But we want to thank Lloyd for 

participating and thereôs always next year. 

The middle slot was filled by Larry Impson. Larry, always the pirate, did a transposition of two colored 

balls wrapped in the same color cloths to the cloths of the opposite color. He then proceeded to do an 

Okito Coin box routine that ended with a the box becoming a solid piece of brass. Following this was a 

matrix effect and then the ball and vase. Larry ended with the transposition of two jumbo cards while they 

were held in the spectatorsô hands. 

In the penultimate position was Gary Berard. Gary opened with a three coin production, vanish, and 

reproduction (of the coins). This was followed by divining a card unknown to anyone because one 

spectator secretly selected a suit and another the value. Gary ended with a selected card being the only 

card in the deck not to become blank. 

In clean-up position was David Wright and boy did he clean up! David crammed a lot of magic into his 

ten minute slot. Iôll try to get this right. David began with a multiple coin production from a silk which 

ended up with two hour glasses of increasing size being produced from the same silk. David then did a 

visual three coins across (3 Fly). This was followed by a blown bubble turning into a glass marble which 

in turn was blown into a hollow tube. Some sand was magically produced, introduced into the tube and 

the whole thing turned into an egg timer. If that wasnôt enough, time reversed and David took us all the 

way back to the initial glass marble. David closed with the cups and balls and for a grand finale produced 

a very large wall clock (12-14 in dia.).
