This is an 

effect where two spectators each select a card and the cards are lost in the fairest manner, yet Raymond 

was able to discover both of the selections.  

Dale Lorzo then performed a library card trick and a two card selection effect using a rainbow deck. 

Needless to say the two selections were revealed in a surprising and entertaining manner. 

Next was Leroy Goodenough with a routine that fooled him in his youth. He laid out four pennies and 

four nickels on the tabletop. With the pennies in one hand and the nickels in the other, he managed to 

have the nickels join the pennies, one at a time in a very magical manner. 

David Wright was next and had a magically appearing face up card indicate where the selected card 

would be found. 

Following this was Gary Berard who found two selections using the micro-expressions of the spectators 

to lead him to the cards.
